IBM® Lotus Notes® Traveler software for Nokia devices is a mobile
email solution available for Nokia S60 3.x mobile devices. It enables
wireless synchronization of IBM Lotus Notes email, calendar, contact,
journal and to-do data between IBM Lotus® Domino® server and

Nokia devices.

Lotus Notes Traveler software provides a
mobile push email and personal
information management capability for
Nokia S60 3.x devices without requiring
additional third party middleware software.

It wirelessly synchronizes email, calendar,
contacts, journal and to-do data with a
Lotus Domino server. In addition, Lotus
Notes Traveler software provides basic email
collaboration features such as create, reply,
forward and delete (including attachment
support). It also provides meeting request
support including accepting and rejecting
meeting invitations with comments as well
as attachment handling.

Lotus Notes Traveler software leverages a
secure socket layer (SSL) connection for
encrypting data that travels over the air
data via an HTTPS protocol. Should some
customers require higher encryption, this
can be supported by a mobile VPN solution,
such as IBM Lotus Mobile Connect software
and Nokia mVPN.

One of Nokia's many device features add
device lock out period as another security
tool. This feature locks the Nokia device, and
only allows an end user access to use the
device when the assigned password is
provided. A company has the ability to
assign a policy stating that the use of the
Lotus Notes Traveler software requires that
the end user also implement the device
autolock. This helps to prevent access to any
confidential data on a device that has Lotus
Notes Traveler software.

An enhanced security client update for the
Nokia S60 devices will be available in a Lotus

Notes Traveler software refresh release (i.e.
Lotus Domino 8.5.1). In that release the
device security already in place in Nokia
devices can be enforced from a Lotus
Domino administration console. Further, the
enhanced security will allow locking and
wiping data stored on the devices remotely.

Lotus Notes Traveler software integrates
with the Nokia S60 device software and can
be used seamlessly within the email solution
provided with the Nokia S60 devices.

Lotus Notes Traveler software is available for
eligible IBM Lotus Notes and IBM Lotus
iNotes™ customers to download from IBM at

Deployment of Lotus Notes Traveler software
requires at least one Lotus Domino 8.5
server or higher that can be used as a proxy
to any existing Lotus Domino email servers
(release 70.2 and higher) or as a single
server deployment where all email activities
are handled on one Lotus Domino server
running the Lotus Notes Traveler service.
